How to join a Zoom meeting
Join by clicking the meeting link
If you were invited to a Zoom meeting by the host, you may have a meeting invite in your email or calendar.
1. In the meeting invite, click the join link below Join Zoom Meeting.
You will be prompted to launch the meeting on the Zoom Workplace app or click Join from your browser to join on the web if you don’t want to download the app.
2. Check your audio and video settings, then click Join. 
You will either join the meeting automatically or be placed in the waiting room until the host admits you.
Join on the Zoom Workplace desktop or mobile app
For the best meeting experience, sign in to your Zoom account and join a meeting from the Zoom Workplace desktop or mobile app. You can download the latest version of the app from the Download Center. Otherwise, you will be prompted to download and install Zoom when you click a join link.
If joining from the Zoom desktop or mobile app, the app on your device must meet the following version requirements:
· Zoom Workplace desktop app for Windows, macOS, or Linux: Global minimum version or higher
· Zoom Workplace mobile app for Android or iOS: Global minimum version or higher
Join from a web browser
In a web browser, you can join a Zoom meeting through the Zoom Web App by entering the meeting ID and choosing to open the Zoom Workplace desktop or mobile app, or join a meeting directly from a web browser without downloading any plugins or software.

How to schedule a meeting
Calendar and contacts integration disabled
If you do not have a third-party calendar service synced with Zoom, follow the steps below to schedule a meeting.
Schedule from the Home tab
1. Sign in to the Zoom desktop app.
2. Click the Home tab [image: ].
Note: If you do not see the Home tab, click the More tab [image: ], then click Home.
3. Click Schedule [image: ]. 
This will open the New event window.
4. Enter a topic or name for your meeting.
5. Set the date and time you want to meet.
6. (Optional) Add invitees by entering their name, email, or phone number. You can also invite others to your meeting after scheduling.
Note: To automatically send email invitations, ensure that Calendar and contacts integration is enabled first.
7. Choose from the available meeting options such as meeting ID, meeting security, video and audio, and more.
8. (Optional) Click Advanced to enable or disable additional options.
9. Click Save to finish scheduling.
